After 
the run, participants may exchange unworn shirts subject to 
inventory availability.

Each participant aged 21 and older will receive two beer 
tickets at packet pickup affixed to their bibs. Bring an official 
government ID to receive a beer bracelet. You must either 
wear this bracelet or show ID to be served beer after the race. 

For participants aged under 21, a special table with snacks and 
drinks will be set up near the Cemetery Chapel sponsored by 
Wegmans.
